Trevor Yeung (b. 1988, Guangdong Province, China. Lives and works in Hong Kong) uses botanic ecology, horti-
culture, aquarium systems and installations as metaphors that reference the emancipation of everyday aspirations 
towards human relationships. Yeung draws inspiration from intimate and personal experiences, culminating in 
works that range from image-based works to large-scale installations. Obsessed with structures, he creates dif-
ferent scales of systems which allow him to exert control upon living beings, including plants, animals, as well as 
spectators.

Yeung represented Hong Kong at the Venice Biennale in 2024 and has participated in the 2022 Singapore Bien-
nale, Singapore; 2022 Kathmandu Triennale, Kathmandu; 2019 la biennale de Lyon, Lyon; 2018 EVA Internation-
al Biennale, Dublin; 4th Dhaka Art Summit, Bangladesh and the 10th Shanghai Biennale, Shanghai. Yeung has 
exhibited at institutions and galleries internationally including Musée d’Art Moderne de Paris; Tai Kwun Con-
temporary, Hong Kong; Singapore Art Museum; Jameel Arts Center, Dubai; M+, Hong Kong; Shanghai Power 
Station of Art; Para Site, Hong Kong; Stiftung Skulpturenpark Köln, Cologne; HOW Art Museum, Shanghai; 
Taikang Space, Beijing; Museum of Modern Art, Warsaw; esea contemporary, Manchester and OCAT Shenzhen. 
Trevor Yeung will have a solo exhibition at Gasworks London in 2023, marking his first institutional exhibition 
in the UK.

You might imagine ‘Wucius Wong: Water Thoughts and Mountain Visions’ to be an exhibition of landscapes

directly emulating the traditional Chinese painting style of shan shui. But these works, which range from 1985 to

date, are less about direct representation than about the observation and translation of time, of vastness and

nothingness. A leader of the New Ink Movement in postwar Hong Kong, Wong studied with the prominent painter

Lui Shou-Kwan before furthering his education in the US. His use of tonality and texture is remarkable, eliciting a

range of emotions through varying saturation – from the wayward blots in early paintings of craggy peaks and

breaking waves to more recent images detailing city matrices in blinking copper and cerulean lights. There is a

tendency from critics and art viewers alike to confine contemporary ink painting to ‘tradition’ or ‘Chineseness’ but

Wong’s deliberate, sinuous lines at times recall the works of Brice Marden or Ed Ruscha. Together, Purification 15

and Purification 16 (both 2011) act as a striking diptych in which water, captured flowing down sheer mountain

peaks, breaks away at the very edges of the composition, where the paper is left unpainted, rendering visible the

force of gravity itself.

Trevor Yeung | Para Site | 22 March – 26 May

It can be difficult to find a quiet spot in Hong Kong, so Trevor Yeung’s peaceful park installation at Para Site, ‘Soft

breath’, is an appealing place to linger. Dark and musty but padded underfoot, the room features a pulsing,

mushroom-shaped night light and a humidifier emitting a stream of eucalyptus-scented mist (The Helping Hand,

2018). Sit on a bench and you can almost hear yourself think. The main, monolithic event is Soapy Fuck Tree

(2023), cast from a conveniently ergonomic oak tree situated on the historic cruising area of London’s Hampstead

Heath. The bark is leathery – almost candied in the dim light – and sticky, undoubtedly a reference to cum and

sweat. Yes, it is explicit, but so is desire. Yeung is an artist of slight modifications, using existing phenomena or

common appliances – fish tanks and planters have occupied him for over a decade – to typify desire in ordinary

yet intensely personal evocations. Co-commissioned by Gasworks, London, and Aranya Art Center, Qinhuangdao,

‘Soft breath’ also references the Lam Tsuen Wishing Trees where Hong Kongers go at New Year to pray for good

luck. In the curious environment of ‘Soft breath’, getting what you want seems oddly plausible.

Trevor Yeung i the firt Hong Kong­aed artit I met when I arrived to live in the cit. Having

graduated in 2010 from the Academ of Viual Art, Hong Kong aptit Univerit, he wa working at

the non­profit Para ite when we were introduced. I would ee him from time to time at art event,

ut it wa ome time efore I aw hi work. When I finall did, I found it conceptuall intriguing,

pchologicall charged and omehow quietl emotional.

The firt work  Yeung I encountered wa a photograph in Hong Kong collector William Lim’

home, leep ed (ingapore Hotel 1) (2011). It came from the artit’ ‘leep ed’ erie, an ongoing

photograph project he tarted in 2010 which comprie diml lit image of individual men leeping.

The erie ugget a familiarit etween the photographer and the uject, when in fact the are

clandetine hot that the artit took of men he hared hotel room with. The emod voeurim at
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it mot latant; the are image of tolen intimac which ugget oth a longing for, and a fear of

interaction. The work I aw in Lim’ collection ha ink­tained wood and engraved gla acro it

urface, partiall covering the hadow male figure; it i a reminder that in thi work the od preent
itelf a an oject, and an ene of intimac i unilateral.

Yeung i a conummate oerver of human. In dicuing the ‘leep ed’ erie, he peak of how

emotionall ecure people leep with their od open, often with cover thrown ack, while he himelf

feel le ure, leeping full dreed with the cover pulled tight. The erie wa preented at Art ael

in Hong Kong in 2015 in a olo exhiition at the ooth of lindpot Galler. The exhiition,

entitled Garden Cruiing: It’ not that ea eing green, wa elected a a tandout preentation and

Yeung wa uequentl announced a one of the three hortlited artit in the MW Art Journe

Award. Work from the 'leep ed' erie were preented on the three wall of the ooth, ut in order

to ee them properl, fairgoer were required to weave through plant that formed a permeale arrier

at the front of the ooth. Yeung deigned the arrangement having oerved tem of viitor

interaction at previou iteration of the fair. Characteritic of hi work, the preentation explored a

tem of control inofar a hi laout wa intended to diuade thoe le curiou viewer from
entering it.

An exploration of our ocial tructure and the ue of plant in Yeung’ work i not unuual; he often

ue vegetation and other living or natural form a a pretext for decriing human procee, tem

and relation. For the 10th hanghai iennale (23 Novemer 2014 ­ 31 March 2015), he preented

2014年10月2日 – 鹿特丹  陰

候開始寫日記最好不過。香港正經歷堪稱政治史上最艱難的時刻，BBC 無時無刻都在報道。

Diary of a Collection

In light of the growing interest in Hong Kong artists, pipeline’s editor, Cristina Sanchez-Kozyreva, invited me to contrib-

ute a series of writings. I debated what to write, and came up with the idea of doing a diary: a record of time. I am tak-

ing off my other hats to focus on writing solely from the point of view of a collector. Time is a recurring theme in many 

works in my collection. I will be covering a period of one year, and this diary will record a part of my journey, which also 

involves my wife Lavina. I have no idea where it will lead me at the end of that year, but this uncertainty is like collect-

ing, and so it is like life.

i don’t usually write diaries. Diary of a Collection 1/6

Oct 2, 2014 – Rotterdam, cloudy

I am sitting in Rotterdam with one hour to enjoy before I get picked up to go to Museum Küppersmühle 
at Duisburg, and decide that now is as good a time as ever to start my diary. Hong Kong is going through 
what could be the toughest moment in its political history. The BBC has been reporting it round the clock.

On my way over on the plane, I watched the movie The Fault in Our Stars, directed by Josh Boone. In it 
was mentioned a book written about a dying patient, which ended with a sentence half-spoken. I do not 
know for sure, but this one-year diary might not end with any conclusions; hopefully through it, though, 
we can discover what’s happening in the Hong Kong art scene, and some of the thinking behind my  
collecting habits.

I was invited to Rotterdam by the Mondriaan Fonds to be a judge of the architecture Prix de Rome, which 
happened yesterday. I am going to the Museum Küppersmühle because they are planning a Chinese  
contemporary art show in May, and are interested in including some pieces from my collection. On  
October 6 I will be giving a talk in Berlin to promote my book The No Colors.

I was picked up and driven for two hours to Duisburg, where I met with Museum Küppersmühle’s Walter 
Smerling. The museum also houses a private collection of German contemporary art which is truly 
amazing, with works by Richter, Baselitz and some of the largest Anselm Kiefers I have seen. It is always 
encouraging to see collections like this, and to see the passion and insight of other collectors.

One of the Chinese artists Walter wants to show is Frank Tang, which reminded me that I saw his show 
just before I left Hong Kong, and that there was a work I wanted to collect, so I sent Frank an email.  
Another email came through from a gallery with some new works by Lewis Lau. The works were much 
more interesting to me than his last solo show, so I emailed the gallery to express my interest in two of 
them. So collecting really does go on while I travel.

Oct 3, 2014 – Train to Berlin, sunny
Asked Lavina to go and look at Lewis Lau’s work. She liked it, so we decided to buy a piece. Frank Tang 
also emailed to tell me his work is still available. Asked him to put it on reserve.
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Oct 5, 2014 – Berlin, sunny
It’s a beautiful day. Today is for visiting museums. 

Visited the Hamburger Bahnhof and saw the great private Marx Collection. The works, by Warhol, 
Rauschenberg and Kiefer, were collected over a period of 20 years, so they document the artists’ careers 
and development. Very inspiring.

Oct 6, 2014 – Berlin, sunny 
Gave a talk on my book at the Hong Kong Economic and Trade Office. There is growing interest in Hong 
Kong contemporary art.

Oct 18, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Gallery Exit has an opening of an exhibition of works by Chi Hoi in the afternoon. I won’t be able to go, so 
I go to the gallery in the morning to look at the work. His recent meticulous pencil-on-paper depictions 
of Hong Kong City Hall and the Mandarin Oriental hotel have great relevance to a history of Hong Kong 
that’s important and nostalgic. The work The Architects (2014) has a distorted vanishing point that 
draws the viewer right into the stage of a theatre. The three works together tell a history of Hong Kong 
that blends reality and fiction, which makes Chi Hoi’s artistic narration intriguing to me.

2014年10月18日 – 香港  晴

Exit 下午舉行 Chi Hoi 作品展的開幕儀式，我去不了，所以早上去了畫廊看看作品。最近他深刻細緻地掃描出香港大

會堂和文華東方酒店，這些畫作與香港某段重要且令人懷緬的歷史大有關連。《建築師們》（2014）有個扭曲的消

失點，把觀畫者直接拉進劇院的舞台位置。這三個作品一起講述香港歷史，揉合虛實，Chi Hoi 的藝術敍事因而引發

我的好奇。

2014年10月30日 – 台北  晴

出席了台北國際藝術博覽會的開幕禮，順道跟李傑見了幾次，他在會上有幾件作品。

2014年11月6日 – 香港  晴

在過了兩個禮拜之後回到我的辦公室，發現一大堆等着我的拍賣目錄來看。草草看過一遍，沒對什麼感興趣，市場

上比比皆是。

收到鄧啟耀的回覆，說關於他在 Artify Gallery 的作品。下星期會再去看那個作品，也會去看鄺詠君在那裡的新展

覽。

出席了 Jeff Koons 在高古軒畫廊的開幕禮，展覽《Hulk Elvis》既好玩又頗為精彩的。

2014年11月8日 – 香港  雨

收到刺點畫廊的訊息，說他們即將舉辦展覽。去了那個畫廊先睹為快，那真是個很不錯的香港年輕攝影師展覽。我

感興趣的作品出自賴朗騫、何兆南和楊沛鏗之手。楊的作品系列《酣睡床》（2014）混合了不同媒介，有一件很大

的作品我覺得很捧。

2014年11月11日 – 香港  晴

去了Artify Gallery，在買之前再看一遍鄧啟耀的作品，是一系列充滿細節和想像力的七幅小鋼筆畫；這些作品和我上

次看它們時一樣使我著迷。也去了看鄺詠君的新作品，它們是不一樣的，有點科幻，我需要點時間想想。

晚上，一班藝術專家和收藏家到我的工作室來參觀我的收藏品。現在我常被問到內地和香港的藝術家有何分別，我

覺得這是好的，因為這至少代表現在有人知道香港藝術家的存在。
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Oct 30, 2014 – Taipei, sunny
Attended the opening of Art Taipei. Saw Lee Kit a couple of times in passing. He has a few works at the 
fair.

Nov 06, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Came back to my office after being away for almost two weeks to find a whole stack of auction catalogues 
waiting for me. Quickly skimmed through them but did not find anything interesting. Too much on the 
market.

Heard back from Frank Tang about his work at Artify Gallery. Will go to see the work again next week, 
and also to view Kwong Wing Kwan’s new exhibition there.

Attended Jeff Koons’ opening at Gagosian Gallery. The show, Hulk Elvis, is playful and quite wonderful.

Nov 08, 2014 – Hong Kong, rainy
Got message from Blindspot about their forthcoming exhibition. Visited the gallery for a preview of the 
works. It’s a really nice show on young Hong Kong photographers. The works I find interesting are by Lai 
Lon Hin, South Ho and Trevor Yeung. Yeung made Sleepy Bed (2014), a series in mixed media; there is a 
large piece that I think is great.

2014年11月13日 – 香港  陰

得從亞洲藝術文獻庫的董事會會議，趕往《號外》舉辦的講座，同行有嘉圖畫廊的歐陽憲和邦瀚斯拍賣行的馮漢

2014年11月15日 – 香港  晴

去了刺點畫廊《780》的開幕禮，展覽展示對攝影解讀的新方向。過去香港沒有很多概念攝影師，但現在一下子冒

出了七位有實力的年輕藝術家，我只認識其中兩位。楊沛鏗偷拍別人的作品揉合攝影和手製元素，在我看來幾乎是

雕刻多於攝影。我收到來自柏林《巴甫洛夫的狗》畫廊的邀請，去參與一個攝影展。我在想跟刺點畫廊合作辦個攝

影展應該很棒。

得趕去參加亞洲藝術文獻庫的周年晚宴。很棒的節目、很棒的作品、大方支持藝術的人。當晚他們籌得1,160萬港

元，我則得到兩個我非常喜歡的作品：一個是 Chi Hoi 跟他所有作品一樣複雜精細的畫作；另一個是林東鵬和他女

兒的作品，是我在他的職業生涯各個階段搜集的收藏品中很棒的新收藏品。
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Nov 11, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Went to Artify Gallery and saw Frank Tang’s works again before buying them. They’re a series of seven 
small ink drawings full of detail and imagination. The works captivate me as much as the last time I saw 
them. Also saw Kwong Wing Kwan’s new works. They’re different and a bit sci-fi. I need time to think 
about them.

In the evening, I received a group of art experts and collectors to my studio to see my collection. I often 
get asked now about the difference between mainland artists and Hong Kong artists, which I think is 
great, because it means that at least people now know about the existence of Hong Kong artists.

Nov 13, 2014 – Hong Kong, cloudy
Had to rush from Asia Art Archive’s board meeting to attend a talk organised by City Magazine. With me 
were Henry Au-yeung from Grotto Fine Art and Alexi Fung from Bonhams. The discussion was on the 
effect of social media and the web on artists and collecting. It eventually led to a discussion of collecting 
Hong Kong artists’ works, which is becoming more and more mainstream.

Nov 15, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Went to opening of 780 show at Blindspot Gallery, which showcases new directions in interpreting  
photography. There used not to be many conceptual photographers in Hong Kong, and now all of a  
sudden there are seven strong young artists, only two of whom I already knew. Trevor Yeung’s  
voyeuristic work combines photography with a hand-crafted quality which to me is almost more  
sculptural than photographic. I got an invitation from Pavlov’s Dog gallery in Berlin to do a photography 
show. I am thinking that working with Blindspot on this would be great.

Had to rush off to Art Asia Archive’s annual dinner. Great event, great works, generous people  
supporting art. They ended up raising HK$11.6 million that night. I got two works I really like: a Chi Hoi 
drawing, which like all his works contains so much intricate detail; and a work by Lam Tung Pang and his 
daughter, which is a great addition to the collection I have of Lam’s work from all phases of his career.

2014年11月16日 – 香港  晴

2014年11月22日 – 香港  晴

去了香港攝影文化協會的籌款晚宴。非常榮幸看見攝影師何藩，雖然已屆耄耋之年，但他還是十分機靈。他來自一個

不同的年代，那時香港的藝術家從來沒有收藏家。他好奇為什麼我會對他的作品感興趣。

2014年11月23日 – 香港  晴

許多拍賣進行中。在羅芙奧拍賣會看見一個九龍皇帝曾灶財的作品，我是第一個，也是唯一一個舉手投標的人，沒有

其他投標者。這是他在2000年為一間網絡公司創作的特別之作：一個逝去的時代不錯的文獻紀錄。

2014年11月28日 – 香港  微雨

佔領行動兩個月了。很多人爭論應否保留應運動而生的「藝術」。

2014年11月30日 – 香港  微雨

去了元創方看 Detour。經過 EC Gallery，訝異他們居然開門了，進去看見了夾租團的作品。夾租團由三位以表演為本

的藝術家組成，他們每次表演只做一次，題材都是平凡的活動，例如拖地板。我沒見過其他在香港的藝術家做這種表

演。

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Nov 16, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Had a dinner party at my studio for 40 non-art friends. It’s interesting to see how non-art people respond 
to my collection, much of which can be quiet puzzling to them, for example Trevor Yeung’s The stone  
garden in your fish tank (2014), which basically looks like a grey Ikea carpet. Someone stepped on  
Morgan Wong’s I Got Time (2013), a splashed concrete cup on a piece of glass on the floor. How do I  
explain that I paid real money for that?

Nov 18, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Attended the Hong Kong Museum Expert Art Advisors’ meeting at the Heritage Museum. It’s my first 
time to attend, which is an honour, and I am happy to see many artists from the older generation present. 
I might be the only contemporary art collector there. 

Nov 22, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Went to a fundraising dinner for the Hong Kong Photographic Culture Association. Had the great honour 
to meet the photographer Ho Fan, who is in his 80s but still very alert. He is from a different generation 
of Hong Kong artists who never had collectors. He was curious to know why I would be interested in his 
work.

Nov 23, 2014 – Hong Kong, sunny
Lots of auctions going on. I saw a work by King of Kowloon Tsang Tsou Choi at a Ravenel auction. I raised 
my hand to be the first and only bid. No other takers. It’s an unusual work he did in 2000 for a dotcom 
company: a good documentation of a bygone era.

Nov 28, 2014 – Hong Kong, drizzle
Occupy has been going on for two months. Much debate about whether the “art” generated should be  
collected.

Nov 30, 2014 – Hong Kong, drizzle
Went to PMQ to look at Detour. Walked passed EC Gallery and was surprised they were open. Went inside 
and saw works by Rental United, a group of three performance-based artists, who stage one-off  
performances of mundane activities like mopping a floor. I have not seen other Hong Kong-based artists 
doing this kind of performance.
